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THE MERIDIAN FIFE & DRUM CORPS

The Meridian Fife and Drum Corps was organized in 1943 and Iz celebra-
ting its 28th year on parade and on the field. They became known as the Wood-
peckers because of the wooden fifes and red shakos that were used in earlier
years. When the uniform acquired the western style, special permission was
granted by Mr. Walter Lantz to use “*“Winnie Woodpecker™ as their amblam.

They are Junior American Laglan State Champions for the years 1960, 62,
63, 64, 65, 66, and 67 and Color Guard Champions for 1962, 64, &5, &6, 69, &
70. They are, also, V.F.W. Champions for 1969.
