ABOUT JUDPGING

MARCHING AMD MAMEUVERING: This judge is the
fellow who controls the military score, such as, inter-
val between men, files not covered, dress in ranks,
squad sections, platoons and Corps fronts, perfect
pivets oand ocut of step. Any failure, even in the
slightest degrea means the loss of one tenth of a
point.

BUGLING: This judge hos the task to asesrtain that
each man in the bugle line is a musiclan, playing
his proper part, with correct accents, blend and tone.
He also checks the bugles while marching and play-
ing to see that they are brought up and down at
the proper time and held in the correct position while
pleying. An errer in this division means ene tenth
of a point deducted.

DRUMMING: The drum judge inspects the drum line
for practically the some points as the bugle judge,
plus the position of the drums and menner and hand-
ling and holding the drum sticks, He too takes off
one tenth of a point for any error he sees,
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Junior GEMERAL EFFECT: These judges check the effect of
